From his studio in St-Sauveur in Laurentians, Maurel creates unique pieces or
small series that are sold in various boutiques in Canada, the United States, and
Australia.

A professional member of the Conseil des Métiers d'Art du Québec, the artist
has taken part in numerous exhibitions. .
